Ove r the course 
of the season, they will sell some photos along the way or a few hero cards to
offset their expenses. Hopefully when it ’s all said and done, they can make a
buck at the end of the year.  With the advent of the technology, there have been 
some upsides for photographers and some downsides.

On the upside, they have much more reliable and higher quality 
equipment. They can provide photos that are much sharper and abl e to get 
sequential action shots more often. They are now also able to pr ovide photos 
at moments notice, speeding up the process of getting informatio n out to fans. 
On the downside, some fans and racers have found technology to b asically 
steal the work of the photographers. Some folks have gone the ro ute of 
purchasing one photo and then scanning it in to print out and tu rn around and 
hand them out to fans.  Others have gone to downloading photos o ff websites 
rather than purchasing an original from a photographer. The one comment I 
heard was the photographers just point and shoot. Well, let me t ell you 
something, there ’s a lot more to it.  Most photographers have spent years 
perfecting their craft. They ’ve also invested thousands of dollars in their 
equipment. It may look like they just “ point and shoot ” but it took a lot of 
practice to get to that point. The next time you download a phot o from a 
website, or scan in a copy of a picture, just remember that you ’re stealing from 
somebody else ’s pocket.
